1. Overview of Aichi Prefecture za=onm=

Located in almost the exact center of Japan and bordered on the south by the Pacific
Ocean, Aichi Prefecture enjoys a mild climate. Aichi boasts a population of approximately 7.5
million people, ranking fourth nationally following Tokyo, Kanagawa, and Osaka Prefectures.
Industry has flourished in Aichi, with the automobile and machine tool industries forming the
core of the prefecture’s industrial base. This industrial base has allowed Aichi to lead the
nation in the monetary value of manufactured products since 1977. The prefecture’s
expanding expressways and railways, including the Shinkansen (bullet train), make Aichi a
significant hub for the national transportation network.
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
