6. Lifelong Learning =Ez=

"Lifelong learning" is proactive and self-motivated learning, which is one of the policies
being actively pursued in Japan today. Different from school education and aimed at both
youth and adults, the development of organized educational activities, or "social education,"
plays an extremely important role in the promotion of lifelong learning.

Due to the recent social change brought on by globalization, the information revolution and
aging population, an increasing number of people are interested in new learning
opportunities. In order to respond to this new trend, the Aichi Prefectural Board of Education
is making efforts to offer information about learning activities to prefectural citizens, and to
train instructors. In addition, the Board provides social education programs for all prefectural
citizens.

In cities, towns, and villages in Aichi, lifelong learning programs are provided at local
community centers, libraries, and museums. Other organizations including children’s groups,
women’s organizations, and youth organizations also hold their learning activities at such
facilities.
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
