8. Action to be taken in the event of a disaster

You may be required to ensure personal safety because of an evacuation
advisory issued in the area where you live due to flooding or landslide caused
by heavy rain, etc. or because houses could collapse due to a large
earthquake.

Please make preparations to prevent the spread of infection while ensuring
your personal safety.

Caution!

e Check the safety of your house on a hazard map. If your house is safe,
make preparations so that you can stay at home safely.

e If you judge that it is difficult to ensure personal safety at home, consider
evacuating to the house of a relative or acquaintance who lives in a safe
area or using an accommodation facility for Covid-19 patients.

¢ If you must evacuate to a shelter, make sure to inform the personnel at the
reception desk that you are infected with Covid-19.

e After you start to evacuate, you may find that your local shelter is not able to
accept individuals infected with Covid-19. Before evacuating, ask the section
in charge of disaster preparedness of your municipality by telephone, etc. to
find out the location of a shelter that accepts individuals infected with Covid-
19 and precautions to be taken when using such a shelter, etc.
